GRADING

Throughout the course, you will be graded on weekly vocabulary and grammar quizzes.  You will also be given homework assignments, essays and performance assessment projects.  The final assessment may be a comprehensive exam or a performance assessment project.  The decision lies with the instructor.
Grading is on a total points system.  Each quiz, test, assignment is scored out of 100%.  The points you earn are divided by the total number of points possible.
Example:

	There were 10 assignments/tests/quizzes given in the marking period. 
 10 X 100 = 1000 possible points.

You earned 900 points this marking period.

900 ÷ 1000 = .90 x 100 = 90%.  
This is your marking period average.




To determine the Final Course Grade, each of the 4 marking periods is weighted 18.75%.  The final exam/assessment is worth 25% of the final course grade.

Since this is a college course, your final course grade will be a letter grade.  Below is the grade conversion scale that determines the letter grade you will receive for the final course grade:
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D- is the minimum passing grade.

Grades of W (withdrawal), I (Incomplete) and N (Insufficient information for grading purposes) are also used.

ATTENDANCE:

The attendance policy for this course is the same policy adopted by the Royalton-Hartland Board of Education, as it appears in your agenda planners.

WITHDRAWAL:

It is the student’s responsibility to withdraw from the course by completing the withdrawal form by the withdrawal date.  The instructor cannot withdraw the student from the course.

Unofficial Withdrawal from a course occurs when a student discontinues a course prior to the time when the instructor can properly assign any earned grade.  Excessive absence from class may be interpreted as an unofficial withdrawal.  An N grade may be appropriate in this situation.  An N is an instructor-initiated grade.  

Official Withdrawal—no grade on transcript:  Withdrawal from a course during the first three weeks of the semester signifies that the course will not be entered on the student’s record.  The only person who can request an official withdrawal is the student.

Official withdrawal—W grade on transcript:  Withdrawal from a course without academic penalty is permitted until the tenth week of the course.  A grade of W will appear on the student’s transcript.

Either official withdrawal is initiated by the student in the following ways:

· The student may contact his/her instructor who contacts the CAP Coordinator for the withdrawal

· The student contacts the CAP Coordinator to request a withdrawal from the course

· The student comes in person to the CAP Coordinator to withdraw from the course

IMPORTANT:  If a student will be leaving the district, he/she must also complete a drop form to drop the class officially at the College.

Extra Help:

My Office Hours are posted on the Centro Estudiantil bulletin board in class and can also be found on my website under the HOME tab.  My after school availability is also posted on the front whiteboard all week, as well as on my website under the HOME tab.  Plan accordingly.  I am not available at your demand.
Absences:

If you know you are going to be absent for an extended time (e.g. out for a week’s vacation, illness, etc), you must give me at least 1 week’s advanced notice for me to assemble your work.  Otherwise, you will have to make up the work you missed when you return.

If you were absent on the day of a quiz/test/performance assessment, you will make that up the next class day.  If you are absent for an extended period, the teacher will assign a due date for the work to be made up.  When that date passes and the work is still not completed, a zero will be given as the grade.

When you are absent, it is your responsibility on the day you return to check the class website for any updates, and when you enter the classroom, check the Assignment Calendar and Folder in the Centro Estudiantil.  If you owe a quiz or test, see me before or after class.

Tardiness:  

You must be in your seat when the bell rings.  If you are not physically present in your seat, you are considered tardy.  If you are tardy to my 1st period/Homeroom, you will be required to get a Late Pass from the Attendance Office.  You will be marked tardy to school and to class.  For any class, 3 tardies = Administrative Detention.  Do not ask me to go to the bathroom during passing time.  If you need to go, go!  However, if what you are really asking is if you can go the bathroom and be late to class, know that you will be marked tardy.

Cell phones:

When the bell rings to start class, cell phones must be off and put away.  If your phone is visible, it signifies you intend to use it.  If I see it and/or hear it, I may take the phone to the office for the remainder of the day.

ELECTRONIC AND OTHER TRANSLATION DEVICES

Use of translations devices are strictly prohibited.  If I suspect that you have used such devices or other artificial means (i.e. the work is not your own), the instructor has the option of (1)giving a zero for the assignment (2) having the student write another document/essay/script in her presence, then compare the two items or (3) rewrite the section in question.  If discrepancies exist, a zero will be given.  Any work that is not your own that you claim as your own work is considered plagiarism, a serious form of cheating.

Online Assignments:

Using electronic technology is now an integral part of 21st learning in high school and beyond.  Periodically, you will be assigned online homework.  You will be given several days to complete the assignment.  The assignment will be unavailable after the deadline date and time, you will no longer be able to access it, and a score of zero will be given if it is not started or is incomplete.  If you do not have access to the Internet at home or on a mobile device, you will have to plan accordingly to complete the assignment within the specified timeframe.  You may have to use a computer in the Media Center, a public library or a friend’s or relative’s home.  You must make arrangements accordingly.  I will not reset the assignment.  If you have encountered an error while trying to access/complete the assignment, you must contact me by e-mail or in person BEFORE THE ASSIGNMENT IS DUE.  Telling me after the deadline has passed does not allow me to look into the issue for you, and the assignment will not be reset. Therefore it is in your best interest not to procrastinate; don’t wait until the last minute!
Essays and Performance Projects

All essays and performance project scripts must be written in my classroom.  They are not to be taken from my room until they have been graded by me.  

Bathroom Sign Out

You must complete the sign out sheet at the Centro Estudiantil.  Write the date, your name, where you are going, sign out time and sign in time.  You have a 4 minute limit for bathroom, the same amount as passing time between classes.  If you return after the 4 minute limit, you will be marked tardy.  3 tardies = administrative detention.  Abuse of the privilege will suspend your sign out privileges;  for example, if you are signing out to the bathroom multiple times per week.  

Pair/Group Projects

Project is due on due date, even if a member is absent. This includes dates for any interim deadlines (e.g. rough drafts, feedback checks, peer edits, etc).   If you know of your absence in advance, you must work this out with your group prior to the absence and/or project due date.
